The Tax Offi ce is authorised by the Taxation Administration 
Act 1953 to request you to quote your tax fi le number (TFN). 
It is not an offence not to quote your TFN. However, your 
assessment may be delayed if you do not quote your TFN.

Assessment Act 1936, the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997 
and the A New Tax System (Family Assistance) (Administration) 
Act 1999 to ask for the other information on this tax return. We 
need this information to help us to administer the taxation laws.
We may give this information to other government agencies 
as authorised in taxation law – for example, benefi t payment 
agencies such as Centrelink, the Department of Education, 
Employment and Workplace Relations, and the Department of 
Families, Housing, Community Services and Indigenous Affairs;

The Tax Offi ce will issue your assessment based on your tax 
return. However, the Tax Offi ce has some time to review your 
tax return and to issue an amended assessment if a review 
shows inaccuracies that change the assessment. The standard 
review period is two years but for some taxpayers it is four 
years (see page 12 in Retirees TaxPack 2008).
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
